Christchurch City Council Rubbish Bag Delivery  

Thank you to all who contributed to the effective delivery 
of the Council Housing rubbish bag packs on Saturday 
morning 13th May. We were indeed fortunate to be 
blessed with the one perfectly sunny day in the middle of 
several rough and rainy days.  

The rather fortuitous fundraiser came about by the alert 
Kevin Coutts who through his contact with the Director 
of Housing Christchurch City Council got wind of the job 
coming up for tender.  We passed the information on the 
fund raising committee and we managed to secure the job 
with an effective tender. The city area divided quite well 
into seven sections.  Teams were allocated to the various 
areas to deliver some 300  400 packs or a little more 
each, some travelling a little further than others.  

However post operation calculations indicate that all 
were easily even in time all being considered in about 12 
person hours each or about 95 altogether including 
administration, collection, delivery and returns.  

A job well done, lets hope we can tender for it again next 
year.
